Please provide copies of this memo and the attached application form to potential Daly Scholarship applicants. 


Palm Beach County high school seniors may compete for a new $1,000 scholarship being offered for the first time to the Class of 2012.  It is funded in memory of Commander Norman F. Daly, USN (ret), a recently deceased and beloved member of the Navy League who was a strong believer in encouraging our youth interested in serving in America's military and sea services, especially the U.S. Navy.


Two priorities of eligibility have been established.  First priority applicants shall be Navy Junior ROTC graduating seniors planning on pursuing a college level Navy ROTC program.  Second priority applicants shall be other graduating seniors planning on pursuing college level ROTC (Army, Navy or Air Force) or college level commercial mariner training (Merchant Marine).  Second priority applicants will not be ranked unless no first priority applicants qualify.  Thus, application is open to all seniors planning on pursuing college level ROTC (Army, Navy or Air Force) or college level commercial mariner training (Merchant Marine).


The scholarship award process will work this way:   


Step 1:  The Daly Scholarship Selection Board shall rank applicants and 
select one (1) primary and up to three (3) alternates.  Priority will be given to students who participated in Navy Junior ROTC in high school and who plan on pursuing college level Navy ROTC.  Notification to primary and alternate selectees will be made on or about April 15.


Step 2:  The one primary selectee shall present evidence as soon as possible but not later than September 1, 2012, of  acceptance into a college level ROTC or commercial mariner  program.  Upon such presentation, the scholarship funds shall then be disbursed to the primary selectee. (Note: The September 1 date allows for the possibility that formal acceptance to the college level program may occur well after the scholarship application deadline.)


Step 3: If the primary selectee, by September 1, has not presented evidence of acceptance, then the selected alternates will be contacted in rank order and the highest ranked alternate who can promptly provide evidence of acceptance or enrollment in a college ROTC or commercial mariner program will receive the Daly Scholarship.


An application form including instructions for completion and submission is attached.  Applications are to be submitted not later than March 31, 2012.
